Treasurer’s Report:  Brian Hols presented the Treasurer’s Report for year ending April 30, 2008.  

Upon motion duly made (Hols) and seconded (Psihos) it was voted to transfer the assets of LHRI to LHNA in accordance with Federal and State Non-Profit Law. 

Upon motion duly made (Hols) and seconded (Psihos) it was voted that LHNA shall authorize payment of $720 to Hill & Lake Press for annual delivery services in Lowry Hill.

Bylaws Changes:  Brian Hols presented the updated bylaws and reported that he filed tax notification for the past fiscal year with the IRS, completed the annual filing with the Secretary of State, transferred the liability insurance, and verified with the city that the new document will qualify the organization for the CPP funds.

Upon motion duly made (Hols) and seconded (Kehoe) it was voted (8-1 Peterman) to accept the bylaws revision of LHNA as presented and to approve and adopt them as of May 6, 2008.
